For your information:





You do not have the right to take your child on


holiday during term time without the permission of your child’s headteacher


The school will consider the following before


authorising a holiday during term time or not


your child’s age


their attendance record


the time of the academic year the holiday


falls


The school cannot legally approve more than 10 days holiday in an academic year, unless the headteacher agrees that there are exceptional circumstances
