 In the results for each class everyone gets a score starting at 100 for the winner, 99 for second place etc. It is important that the club has runners in each class otherwise there will be no score for the club in that class. The Club Captain totals up the scores, taking the highest 2 club runners in each class. From the total of 18, the highest13 scores are selected and this is the club total.


The 2014 qualifying round is being held just off the A35 by Ashurst Station in the New Forest so the competition is really coming to our doorstep on terrain that most of us feel familiar with. We have been drawn against WSX, GO, NWO, and BADO many of whom we know well and we can certainly beat them if we get organised, so put the date  SUNDAY FEBRUARY 16th in your diary and come and help WIM win through to the final which will be held near Aldershot in autumn!
